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(Committee on Political Education)

2010 Primary Election

Endorsed Candidates
The Endorsement Procedure Of The State AFL-CIO Shall Be As Follows:

(a) Action by the state AFL-CIO, or by state COPE when acting for the state AFL-CIO, to support or oppose shall be limited (1) to candidates in primary and general elections (i) for State Legislature or a State Constitutional Convention, (ii) for the U.S. House of Representative, (iii) for the U.S. Senate, (iv) for Governor, (v) for all statewide offices, and (2) to constitutional and other ballot issues of statewide nature….

(d) Action to support or oppose candidates for the State Legislature or a State Constitutional Convention shall be taken only after first considering the recommendations, if any, of the appropriate local central bodies.  In the absence of such recommendations, the state AFL-CIO may act on its own initiative….

(g)  All final actions to support or oppose candidates or ballot issues, whether by the convention, or by the state COPE when acting for the state AFL-CIO, shall require a two-thirds majority of the votes cast.  In the absence of a two-third majority, either to support or oppose, the state AFL-CIO shall be neutral…. 


(h) The Executive Council recognizes the dilemma state and local AFL-CIO central bodies sometimes confront in determining whether to endorse candidates for political office.  In certain contests the candidates an AFL-CIO 
body might lean to or in the end endorse shows a degree of commitment to labor’s, legislative goals that is questionable, or her/his record is at best marginal on key AFL-CIO issues. 

In light of that situation, the council 
concludes that "limited endorsement" by state and local AFL-CIO bodies should be permitted in order to allow expression of a preference between two candidates in a manner that indicates that the endorsement carries with it a limit in the body's effort and funding for the candidates so endorsed.  Such limits are to be determined by the endorsing body in each instance jointly with AFL-CIO COPE….

Officers and members of the state COPE shall conform their activities with regard to candidates and ballot issues to the position of the state AFL-CIO or the appropriate local central body as the case may be…. “Rules Governing AFL-CIO State Central Bodies” National AFL-CIO
